With North Korea’s increasing cyber and nuclear capabilities, it is now important for South Korea and
its allies to prepare for new types of security crisis, as opposed to the ‘conventional” security crisis for
which they have traditionally been prepared.

Recently, with East Asian countries failing to cooperate with each other for regional stability and
integration, the tension and conflict in this region is increasing as a result of an ethnocentric view of
history and a maritime territorial dispute originating from exclusive nationalism. As long as such sharp
conflict and confrontation continue, it will remain difficult to maintain peace and prosperity in the East
Asia region. Therefore, as one of the ways to resolve the tension and conflict between the countries CHINA
in East Asia, it might be significant to teach the precious value of peace to college students who will s
lead their countries in the future. This session will discuss how the issue of peace in East Asia can be
dealt with through college education, in which not only professors from the leading countries in East
Asia but also other East Asia experts will participate. The goal of this session is to examine how peace
education has been offered in major universities of East Asian countries and to suggest how peace
education should be provided in order to reach a peaceful resolution of the conflict in this region and a
genuine reconciliation between the countries.

The inter-city diplomacy has quickly emerged as an important cooperation model between Korea and
China. With the new leadership embarking in both countries respectively, their cooperation has turned
another important page in bilateral history. Experts from the two countries will explore brand-new
ways of doing inter-city diplomacy, including establishing institutional rules and standards. Experts will
identify best practices from the past and propose new innovations in their inter-city diplomacy.

North Korea launched a long-range rocket last December and conducted the 3 nuclear test last
February, which had incurred additional sanctions by the United Nations. In response, North Korea has
raised the level of tensions in the Korean peninsula by raising belligerent rhetoric and military activities,
and almost shutting down the Kaesong Industrial Complex - the last remaining symbol of inter-Korean
cooperation. Meanwhile, the year 2012 had witnessed leadership changes in both Koreas and the
surrounding four major powers. Despite these leadership changes with hopes for peace and stability in
Northeast Asia, the goal of denuclearizing the Korean peninsula seems to be remote, while North Korea
has been making progress in nuclear buildup.

The “Helsinki Process” refers to the process, in which 35 member States of both NATO and Warsaw
Pact have been implementing the Final Act of the Conference on Security and Cooperation in Europe
(CSCE), also known as the Helsinki Accords, concluded in 1975. This comprehensive Act contains 10
Principles and 3 Baskets - a broad range of measures designed to enhance security and cooperation
in Europe. Meanwhile, President Park Geun-hye recently proposed the “Seoul Process” to overcome
“Asian paradox’ in her speech to a joint session of the US Congress on May 8", in which she envisioned
a multilateral dialogue process, much like the “Helsinki Process,” by the US and other Northeast Asian
countries, even including North Korea, for peace and cooperation in Northeast Asia.
