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Since the historic Paris Climate Change Agreement was signed in 2015, another big momentum is about to be on the horizon
as the 26th UN Climate Change Conference of the Parties (COP26) will be held in Glasgow, the UK in November. The U.S.
President Joe Biden, who started his first executive order reengaging the U.S. to the Paris Agreement, summoned a Leaders
Summit on Climate to meet the global goals of Carbon Neutrality by 2050, has set a new nationally determined contribution
(NDCQ) for the U.S. to achieve a 50% reduction, encouraging many countries to participate.

Is it a revival of multilateralism that did not exist under the Trump administration? Will Glasgow COP26 ever succeed? What
are the conditions?

With former President of France Francois Hollande and former Secretary-General of the United Nations Ban Ki-moon, leading
figures of the Paris Agreement, together with Governor of Jeju Won Hee-ryong and Governor of Washington Jay Inslee,
climate champions of South Korea and the United States, are going to present ways to develop a new climate regime that will
determine the future of humanity.

At the upcoming 16th Jeju Forum, we would like to reflect on the significance of the
Korea-Soviet Jeju summit and explore the direction and role of Jeju as an island of world peace in East Asia.

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The Peaceful Ending of the Cold War: Interpretations and Lessons
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Gorbachev visited Jeju in the spring of 1991 for a historic Soviet-South Korea summit; later that year, the Soviet Union
disintegrated and the Cold War ended peacefully and unexpectedly. This session commemorates the 30th anniversary of the
end of the Cold War. Building on thirty years of scholarship on Cold War history, it seeks to understand why the Cold War
ended in Europe when it did and how it could end peacefully. Three renowned Cold War historians will distinguish myths from
facts, identify the factors that contributed to the peaceful ending of the Cold War in Europe, and find ways to emulate these
factors in Northeast Asia, where the Cold War has not still ended and a nuclear war is not out of the question.

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Recently, there has been a surge of excitement about the growing number of peace treaties in the Middle East. Each of them
has the potential to build sustainable peace. Moreover, they are deemed diplomatic breakthroughs for the states directly
involved and models worthy of close examination for all peace-loving nations.

Thus, the number of youth staying with their parents has
been continuously increasing regardless of their will. Although the government has passed several bills regarding the situation,
in reality, the dream of home ownership has been faded away from Korean youths and they are still living in a poor housing
condition.

In this session, the youth, as the main agents of resolving youth’s housing problem, will point out the limitations of current
housing policy. In addition, experts from various fields will be invited to present the proper direction of future housing policy
and look for a solution. Furthermore, in the session would like to stress out the need to raise awareness that the young people
themselves should actively move toward to breakthrough in a social structural in which possessing their house is conceded
