China, lapan, and the ROK (the three countries) all have deep experience with nuclear energy and large
cammercial nuclear power sectors, and the use of nudear power is expected to continue to expand. It is
estimated that almeost one third of the world's nudear power plants will e concentrated in Northeast Asia
by 2030, Muclear powwer is not only related to one country's economic growth, but also dosely linked with
its social stability and most importantly, people’s daily life.

In recent years, especially after Fukushima Daiichi accident, the public began to pay more attention to safe
use of nuclear power, People need to be assured that nudear power plants and other facilities are operated
safely. The three countries have been cooperating with each ather on nuclear safety since 2008 by holding
the annual Top Regulators Meeting (TRM) on Mudear Safety, After the Fukushima acodent, the three
countries attached maore importance to TRM and have been making greater efforts to strengthen relevant
cooperation.

Globalization before Neoliberalism: The Silk Roads and Global

The “Silk Road” is big news today. Both the US. and Chinese governments have initiated Silk Road policies.
These policies, however, focus only on the *hardware” required: e.q., infrastructure- and capacity-building to
streamline trade and commerce, Neighborly relations are implied but not specified, Accordingly, many worry
about an emerging clash between the U5, and Chinese hegemony in the region, These concerns, though
understandable, distart the true legacy of the anaent Silk Roads (there wasn't just one} and what they can
teach us about contemporary world palitics,

We treat the Silk Roads as a metaphor. By seeing the Roads as a symbol of global mising — 2.g., politics and
culture, learning and exchange, competition and oasis — we open up many more dimensions to what actually
happened on the Roads and what these could mean for us today. The ancient world has much to tell us, for
example, about pre-colonial political economies, the "Asian” way of mediating difference in mtercultural
contexts, and the "ecumenical culture” of inter-continental trading relations. A revived Silk Road imagination
also helps to articulate a new kind of globally-engaged and non-hegemanic par-Asianism, one more suited
for the 215t century needs and aspirations.

China has implemented various environmental policies aver the last 40 years of high ecanomic growth, but
is still consuming the largest amount of energy, thereby becoming the country discharging the largest
amaount of air pollutants in the world, As people’s complaints grow about serious air pollution resulting from
power plants using coal, the rapid increase in emissions from cars, industrial wastewater and household
waste, in January 2015, the Chinese government made the first amendment in 25 years to its environmental
protection laws. The amendment, the boldest environment-friendly action ever in Chinese histary, lad to the
shutdewn of over 9,300 highly-polluting factories in just six months, with fines of 236 million yuan slapped
on polluters,

Korea, as a close neighbor of China, should be encouraged to expand cooperation with the country to
jointly address Chinese envirenmental issues, as well as to set up a new enwvironmental paradigm. This
