Peace Forums, Peace Institutes, and the Construction of Peace
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Leadership and Partnership in the Quest for Peace
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For the title of this session, “Peace by Peaceful Means” and “Construction of Peace” are intentional choices. The former is from
the title of Galtung's book; “construction” of peace was used instead of “making” or "building" peace to imply the importance
of “ideational” factors. Among many conditions for the existence of peace, ideational factors matter most since all human
behaviors begin from the mind and heart, as the Preamble to the Constitution of UNESCO declares that “since wars begin in
the minds of men, it is in the minds of men that the defences of peace must be constructed.” If we lose battles for peace from
the mind and heart, there is no chance for enduring peace from the beginning. In this context, peace forums and peace
institutes have played critical roles for the substantiation of peace. Through discussions and talks about how to achieve peace
locally and globally and how to promote peace more deeply in our daily lives in peace forums and peace institutes, we can
manage to figure out better ways to achieve and enhance peace. In this session, we will hear from the very people who
manage peace forums, such as Paris Peace Forum and Basel Peace Forum, how peace forums have evolved, what is the
purpose of the forums, and how they operates, who participates the forums, and so forth. Moreover, we will also learn from the
directors of peace institutes such as the Peace Research Institute Oslo (PRIO), Stocokholm International Peace Research
Instiute (SIPRI), and the Jeju Peace Institute (JPI) that how they define peace and how their peace institutes contribute to the

achievement of peace. On top of that, we also expect some recommendations for the future Jeju Forums.

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When discussing Korea-Japan relations, forging a future-oriented relationship is frequently put on the table. However, as the
Korea-Japan conflict, which has worsened over the past few years, has spiraled into economic and security issues, the two
countries have not discussed future-oriented relations for a long time. Meanwhile, changes in the international order have
been detected such as the escalation of US-China strategic competition, the advancement of North Korea’s nuclear and
missile development, and the outbreak of Ukraine War. Against this backdrop, there has been a more urgent need for Korea
and Japan to normalize the strained bilateral relations and rebuild the relationship for a co-prosperous future. Will Korea’s
Yoon administration and Japan’s Kishida administration be able to open a new era for the two countries? This session aims to

It could be also the
new model as building ‘active peace’ in Korean peninsula. Through this, we hope that peace on the Korean Peninsula will be
made in various ways not only architecture, but also various attempts such as culture, sports, and economy etc. And it should

start with the participation of citizens, the realm of life, not just diplomacy and security.

Public Diplomacy Policy of Korea as a Global Pivotal State:
Towards Peace and Coexistence
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The Task and Role of Public Sign Language Interpretation
for the Human Coexistence and Cooperation
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Diplomacy based on universal values and trust, and the coalition among the like-minded countries are more important than
ever, facing global challenges including the US-China rivalry, the Russia-Ukrainian war, the COVID-19 pandemic, climate
change, etc. In this strategic environment, South Korea pursues its role in the international community to be strengthened as
a global pivotal state.In this session, we will examine South Korea’s public diplomacy policy to meet the current needs and

discuss how South Korea contributes to global agenda and strengthen strategic global networks through public diplomacy.
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In the COVID-19 era, ‘Alienation of Information Vulnerable Class from Disaster Information” has emerged as a social issue. ‘The alienation
of information’ aggravates social strife and isolation beyond daily inconvenience and difficulty in responding to crises. Among them, the
“The alienation of information” of hearing-impaired people, who are unable to receive information immediately after a disaster, are
threatened to various human rights such as the right to survive, personal rights, and social participation throughout their entire life
cycle. Ina mainstream society centered on speech language, the deaf people centered on sign language are often completely alienated
from mainstream information. As a result, technical support is essential, such as replacing various information that relies on voice
language with text language or sign language so that hearing-impaired people do not suffer from information discrimination. Jeju Island
recognizes these problems preemptively and is pioneering a new area of ‘public sign language interpretation’ for the coexistence and
cooperation of all classes. Jeju applied sign language interpretation to all provincial government policies so that Jeju residents are not
alienated from public information such as disasters. This is a leading example and is drawing attention from the government and other
local governments. Henceforward, “Public Sign Language Interpretation” should be another channel to actualize world peace and
human rights by guaranteeing human rights through bridging the public information gap beyond simple welfare services, and
expanding the participation of hearing-impaired people. The Universal Declaration of Human Rights appeals that the foundation of a
peaceful world is laid when the equal rights of all human families are recognized. The expansion of the “public sign language interpretation”
policy implies institutional and policy implications for realizing the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. In this session, we will seek
the direction of “Public Sign Language Interpretation” to be used all over the world to guarantee the human rights and secure the rights

to participate of the hearing-impaired people.

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Measuring Global Economic Risk
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Northeast Asia Exchanges: Through the Eyes of the Future Generation
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The COVID-19 pandemic and the Ukraine war have dismantled the global supply chain, creating global economic turmoils,
such as increasing inflation and subsequent economic disturbances that inflation causes. This has exposed the world to
higher vulnerability and risks, which leads us to analyze the global economic risk, vulnerability, and resilience more systemically.
This session aims to present an index of global economic risks across the countries in the world. The research department of
the Jeju Peace Institute (JPI) presented the economic resilience index and economic performance index at the last year’s Jeju
Forum. Based on this, the JPI presents a global economic risk index by considering a country’s economic vulnerability and
resilience. A country’s economic risk can be measured after simultaneously taking into consideration both how a country is
exposed to external shocks arising from the inherent characteristics of its economy and how it will cope with those shocks. The

JPI'suggests a global economic risk index by using the most recent data available since 2019.

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Climate change intensifies the competition for water and land, and is becoming a threat to social stability and peace. In African
countries with weak economic base and administrative power, climate change exacerbates existing tensions and conflicts
related to food shortages, population growth, and resource allocation, and amplifies social instability and violence. Factors
that cause instability, such as military coup d'états, wars with extremist armed groups, and ethnic conflicts occurring in
sub-Saharan Africa, are not unrelated to the struggle for survival due to climate change. At present, the discussion on ‘climate
change and peace’ is more timely given that external factors such as COVID-19 and the Ukraine war are also contributing to
food instability and inflation. In this session, we will examine changes in political and economic interests caused by climate
change among various actors and discuss appropriate countermeasures and solutions. The discussion will allow us to better
understand current situation and major aspects of conflicts in sub-Saharan Africa, and seek ways to contribute to world peace

by preparing policy recommendations the Ministry of Foreign Affairs can use.

Inter-Korean Green Detente and the Role of Jeju & Gangwon
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Russia's invasion of Ukraine early this year ended the peace and stability in Europe that had lasted since the World War II.
Although the US and NATO pressed Russia with massive sanctions, Russia does not stop its war against Ukraine. Also, Ukraine
unexpectedly manages to resist Russia's military attack. This military deadlock seems to lead to the protracted war which will
cost numerous lives and have serious consequences on the political and economic situation in the world as well as in Europe.
Asisseenin Sweden and Finland's epoch-making decision to join NATO, the West European countries harden its confrontational
stance against Russia. The Ukraine war also affects the big powers' relationship. The United States' relations with Russia and
Chinais further worsening. Consequently, the Ukraine war is deemed to bring about the restructuring of world order. Furthermore,
the war is likely to have negative impact on the global economy in light of looming economic difficulties such as energy crisis.
At this session, we will invite the three former Korean Ambassadors with hands-on experiences in Ukraine and Russia as
speakers. They will address the background of and the aftermath of the Ukraine war and its implications on the Korean
diplomacy. They are expected to share their insightful and professional views with the audience. Their presentation will be
followed by the free discussion with the participation of the audience, which is aimed at converging the diverse views on this

important issue.

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Global Korean Public Diplomacy for Peace and Coexistence
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Indo-Pacific Strategy and the Korean Peninsula
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Each country in the era of globalization has transcended the national border and made an effort to secure talented personnel
and manpower. Currently, the concepts of previous national power have been collapsed. We have entered the era when new
elements become important such as man and data. Considering in the aspect of diplomacy and national security that the
Republic of Korea confronts, under the situation of overseas Koreans who have been active in 193 countries and the secured
digital technologies, it is mandatory to establish a global Korean network. Recently, as we learn from the war in Ukraine, rather
than the previous paradigm of international politics, the methods of diplomacy that utilize digital and SNS have contributed
to the neutralization of war. In the category of public diplomacy being spread through digital technology and SNS, the
hegemony of war seems to act differently. While the diplomatic policy of public diplomacy has been utilized as the critical
element, the role of the subject for public diplomacy has become important. Beyond the category of occupations, the network
in each field itself has become the subject of diplomacy. In such a view, as for the critical matter of diplomatic policy, it requires
of the attention on the establishment of the global Korean network which utilizes 7.5 million overseas Koreans. Beyond the
previous concept of race-centered Korean community, a network on the basis of global citizens' conscience should be
established where overseas Koreans, Korean citizens and people of the world go forward together. Through such network,
mother country of Korea shall maintain a mutual supplementary relationship with overseas Koreans to resolve the problems

that the international society confronts.

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Preventing Nuclear War Through Crisis Management:
What We Can Learn From the Cuban Missile Crisis Today
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Korea-Japan Relations in Transition: Are Setbacks over History Surmountable?
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In February 2022, Russian President Vladimir Putin mentioned the possibility of using nuclear weapons when the invasion of
Ukraine did not go as he had expected. A lot of countries and people became anxious because of Putin’s remark since Russia’s
use of nuclear weapons could escalate into a full-scale global nuclear war and total destruction of humanity. Meanwhile,
today, some states are developing limited tactical nuclear weapons, which could increase the possesser’s likelihood of using
nuclear weapons, raising concerns that tactical nuclear weapons could eventually expand into all-out nuclear war. Thus, we
are currently living in an era where crisis management surrounding nuclear weapons has become more important than ever.
The Korean Peninsula we live in is also not free from nuclear weapons. Fortunately, humanity has an experience overcoming
the nuclear war crisis. The Cuban Missile Crisis, which occurred sixty years ago, is that very experience. Going through the
Cuban Missile Crisis, the two great powers, the United States and the Soviet Union, realized that the use of nuclear weapons
would lead to the annihilation of humanity, agreeing to solve the crisis through negotiations. As such, today’s nuclear powers
must possess the capability and knowledge to peacefully solve any potential nuclear crises through crisis management and
negotiation. Then, what lessons can the Cuban Missile Crisis teach today’s nuclear powers and their leaders about crisis

management? Can we gain the knowledge necessary to overcome any potential nuclear crises by studying the Cuban Missile

Crisis? We intend to host world-renowned scholars and diplomats to discuss and address these questions through this session.

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The restoration of South Korea-Japan Relations will be at the forefront of the newly appointed Yoon administration’s foreign
policy agenda. During his phone call with President Yoon, the U.S. President Joe Biden emphasized the importance of close
security cooperation between South Korea, U.S. and Japan in response to North Korea’s nuclear provocation, while Prime
Minister Kishida expressed hopes for the development of South Korea-Japan relations through a personal letter. However, the
question remains as to how the two neighbors will repair deteriorated bilateral relations. Tokyo’s strengthening of its export
controls and Seoul’s attempt to exit GSOMIA are both based on heated historical disputes over the reparation for Korean
comfort women and forced labor victims. As such, significant gaps still exist in the resolution of bilateral relations. Moreover,
to normalize South Korea-Japan relations, negative domestic opinion must be taken into account. If so, how can we overcome

political constraint and move forward into the future?

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What role can the United Nations(UN), which has contributed to the management of division and peace on the Korean
Peninsula, play in peace and security of the Peninsula in the emerging global transformational changes? The ongoing tension
on the Korean Peninsula, particularly with North Korea (DPRK)'s continuing development of nuclear weapons and missiles,
and the hostile policy of the isolated Kim Jong-un regime, pose serious challenges to peace and security in the region.
Moreover, the international problems such as the pandemic (COVID-19) and the Ukraine crisis, and the intensifying regional
competition centered upon US-China rivalry with Indo-Pacific strategy, have significant implications on the Peninsula. While
facing much criticism on its capabilities and role in responding to recent international crises, the UN has had an authority and
useful role to play in the critical peace and security issues on the Peninsula, including the North Korean nuclear issue,
peace-building and the reunification. This session focuses on reviewing and highlighting the present and future role and utility
of the UN in the Peninsula, and facilitating international cooperation in times of the inauguration of the new Korean (ROK)
government with pronounced goal of a global “pivotal state” in changing regional and international circumstances. In
particular, the panel discusses the issues, including the role of the Security Council and its recent political dynamics, the
mission and role of the UN Command (UNC), the UN sanctions regime on North Korea and her policy and behavior, the
positions of the United States, China and other major stake-holders, and the suggestions for Korean policy on the UN and
multilateral diplomacy. The panel consists of experts, including scholars, former diplomats, and journalist, who have rich

experience in UN-related research, works, and diplomacy.

A Green Détente Initiative and Inter-Korean Cooperation in Border Areas
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The strategic importance of ASEAN countries is growing as major global developments such as the COVID-19 pandemic,
heightened competition between the U.S. and China, and Russia-Ukraine War have had significant impacts on the stability of
global market. The major countries around the world are now appreciating the need of reshaping global supply chains
centering on ASEAN countries as they have abundant resources to replace the energy dependence on countries like Russia,
where many countries have found it difficult to manage their energy risks, and to secure stable supply chains through import
diversification. The United States with several Southeast Asian countries came together to initiate the IPEF(Indo-Pacific
Economic Framework). The U.S. also showed its willingness to strengthen the U.S.-ASEAN cooperation with the first opening
of the U.S.-ASEAN summit, the first of its kind in 45 years since its establishment of diplomatic relations with ASEAN. Likewise,
China upgraded its relations with ASEAN into a ‘Comprehensive Strategic Partnership’ last year and strengthened its economic
ties through RCEP coming into effect this year. As the Moon administration pursued its partnership with ASEAN with New
Southern Policy putting forward people, peace, mutual prosperity, the Yoon administration is also expected to strengthen its
partnership with ASEAN under the slogan of economic security. This session examines what the former administration
achieved through New Southern Policy in the R.O.K.-ASEAN relations, what R.0.K.-ASEAN ties should pursue to secure stable

supply chains in the future, what potential challenges it might face and how to deal with them.

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North Korea’s armed provocations are increasingly intensifying in the leading up to the inauguration of the new government
of the Republic of Korea (ROK) under the president Yoon Suk-yeol. US-North Korea relations and inter-Korean relations have
been at a stalemate since 2019, and the environment surrounding the Korean Peninsula is spiraling down into conflicts. The
new ROK government, sworn in amidst this highly turbulent environment, presents a vision of Green Détente between the
two Koreas as a major task to normalize inter-Korean relations. Although the ‘Green Détente’ plan of the past was once
presented as an initiative to improve inter-Korean relations, the Yoon Suk-yeol government is expected to advance an old
version one step further. The Two Koreas are easily likely to find common interests in the environmental area given the
following: efforts to respond to climate change at a global scale, such as carbon neutrality, are increasingly becoming
irresistible trends; and North Korea has shown a keen interest in the worldwide response to climate change and active
willingness to participate in countering climate change. This session aims to examine the implications of the Green Détente
initiative of the Yoon government. In particular, the session seeks to identify pressing tasks and find an implementation
strategy to establish ‘a Green-Peace Zone in border areas’ on the Korean Peninsula, which is considered to be the essence of

the Green Détente initiative.

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A Special Educational Freedom Zone that Starts
a New Local Era of Decentralization and Balanced Development
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Today, the safety and peace of humanity are greatly threatened by the intensifying US-China conflict, the Russia-Ukraine war,
and new environmental and ecological risks such as climate change and the coronavirus. No country is immune to severe
climate disasters such as droughts, floods, heatwaves, and wildfires caused by carbon emission, nor threats such as the
emergence of new variants caused by an imbalance in the ecosystem. These problems are challenges for the entire human
race and cannot be resolved without global solidarity and cooperation. To overcome climate disasters and ecological crises
and move toward a sustainable society, fundamental reflection on human-centered perspectives and systems must be
preceded. Recently, at home and abroad, legislation to increase social responsibility by granting legal rights to animals, plants,
and natural objects with high environmental value is being made. Such meaningful efforts are also ongoing in Jeju as we
discuss granting ‘eco legal person’ to Indo-pacific bottlenose dolphins, a barometer of the marine ecosystem. As we explore
establishing this new relationship between nature and humans, we look forward to reaching a social consensus on the legal
level and sharing achivements made with the international community, thereby contributing to the sustainable development
of mankind. In this session, world-class scholars and domestic experts will discuss the new coexisting relationship between
nature and humans. Participants will also share various legal systems at home and abroad, including Jeju’s case of granting

Indo-pacific bottlenose dolphins an eco legal person, and explore potential areas of cooperation.

Against this backdrop,
the reestablishment of Korea-Japan relations requires international efforts to mitigate confrontations and move toward peace
and cooperation, as well as bilateral historical reconciliation. This session aims to explore Korea and Japan's respective
perceptions of the current international relations. The panelists will discuss the common norms, values, and challenges in the

years ahead to foster coexistence and cooperation in the international community.

Aspring of peace unfolding in 2018 on the Korean Peninsula was short-lived, leaving the Korean Peninsula and inter-Korean
relations at a continued impasse.

In particular, the importance of emerging
security, highlighted amidst the global pandemic, gives rise to the active discussions on changing perceptions of peace,
security, and cooperation. Against this backdrop, this session seeks to find a new paradigm for forward-looking inter-Korean
relations to promote peace on the Korean Peninsula and foster coexistence and cooperation between the two Koreas based
on the discussions of the shifted perception of recently changing worlds order, peace, security, and cooperation. The session
primarily examines discussion on repercussions caused by the recent global pandemic, changes in the world order, and
shifts in the perception of peace, security, and cooperation. Based on this assessment, the session critically evaluates the
existing perception of inter-Korean relations and paradigm and discusses how to develop a new paradigm for new inter-Korean

The pursuit of hospitality and peace in Asia
existed even before modern times and it continues today, as shown by cases of Afghanistan special contributors and Ukrainian
war refugees. Jeju was once an island of violence and massacre but is now becoming an island of peace and hospitality. This
session focuses on the movement toward hospitality and peace that members of the Asia region have dreamed of and putinto

practice. This allows us to view Asia as a place where we can overcome the past history rather than become bogged down in

its shadow.

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The IPEF (Indo-Pacific Economic Framework), a U.S.-led multilateral economic initiative for regional prosperity, has been
launched and South Korea formalized its participation in the IPEF through the R.0.K.-U.S. Summit. The purpose of the IPEF is
to strengthen the partnership among member countries in four major agendas including progress on the digital economy,
resilience of supply chains, commitments on infrastructure, clean energy, decarbonization, and enhancement of tax,
anti-corruption. Although the blue print for the IPEF is likely to be revised and specified, this session will focus on the five major
challenges of the initiative. Firstly, how will the economic initiative pursue inclusive policy as its condition of membership is
exclusive due to the heightened competition between the U.S.-China? Secondly, what incentives for member countries can
the IPEF offer to be sustainable as each member country has different national interests? Thirdly, can this framework offer
credibility to achieve its goals in a situation where China is excluded? Fourthly, how should the IPEF establish the relationship

with CPTTP and RCEP? Lastly, what is the role of South Korea as a founding member?

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Reading Korea-Japan Conflicts Through the Prism of the Treaties:
Towards the Way of Coexistence

The Role of Korea in Coexistence and Cooperation in East Asia from
Foreign Journalists’ Perspectives
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Historical conflicts between Korea and Japan are rooted in the Japanese coercive annexation of Korea in 1910. In negotiation
for the Treaty on Basic Relations between Japan and the Republic of Korea in 1965, both countries revealed the difference of
their opinions as to whether the treaty of annexation had beenillegal or not. As a historical expedient for appeasing their own
domestic dissents, both concealed their opposition under the phrase of the treaty being “null and void,” This difference
has subsisted in latency to produce their divergent views on the Japanese mobilization of labor, that is, “forced labor” or
“conscript.” This panel will discuss the process of forging the Treaty of annexation in 1910 and the limits of the Treaty on Basic
Relations, based upon the interpretation of the former treaty. And it will continue to discuss the remaining questions and
issues unsolved by the 1965 treaty. Considering the Japanese stance that international law should be observed, this panel
presenters will try to re-interpret modern international laws and conventions beyond the narrow conception of two-party

treaty, searching for a way in which both countries can coexist.

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Foreign media coverage of Korea has been steadily increasing over the past 10 years. Through foreign media reports on efforts
to resolve the North Korean nuclear issue, K-quarantine, and leadership in environmental issues, the international community
began to pay attention to South Korea as an advanced country capable of leading the international order. Foreign media
reports make Korea’simage in the international community, and theirimportance is growing day by day as they also affect the
Korean people's perception of domestic issues. In East Asia, not only traditional security issues such as the North Korean
nuclear issue and territorial disputes, but also more complicated issues such as the global supply chain crisis, infectious
diseases, environmental issues, and cyberattacks persist. These issues, called emerging security, are hard to predict and
require global cooperation and mutual assistance because of their transboundary nature. As Korea joins the ranks of
developed countries, it is required to play a role as a mediator for coexistence and cooperation in East Asia. For this, it is
necessary to look at Korean foreign policy from more objective and various points of view. In this session, we will take a look
at the trends in international media coverage of Korean diplomacy together, and invite journalists from major foreign media
outlets to discuss, from their perspectives, Korea's desirable role on the international stage and management of key messages

needed in the future.

In 2023, Korea and the European Union will commemorate 60 years of diplomatic relations. The newly inaugurated Yoon Suk-yeol
administration of Korea published 110 Key policy agendas which include ‘co-prosperous regional network building, ‘proactive
economic security diplomacy’ and ‘strengthening role of Korea as Global Pivot State’. Against the backdrop of increasing
nation-state-centrism and bloc realignment based on interests, we believe that it is all the more important to enhance
strategic cooperation with like-minded partners such as EU. In this session, representatives from both public sector, academia

and NGOs will gather together to discuss how to explore co-existence and further promote cooperation beyond conflict.

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In the Era of Conflicts, the Future of International Finance and
Cooperation Among Northeast Asian Countries
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The Policy Development for Governance to Support the Elderly with Disabilities
Beyond the Border Between Disabled and Non-Disabled
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Global finance is facing a turning point in 2022. As the Federal Reserve is pre-emptively increasing interest rates and has begun tapering,
the era of long-term low-rate interest periods is coming to an end. This year will see the beginning of a slow withdrawal of the massive
liquidity that has accumulated over time. Given the forecasted strong dollar, countries that are not prepared for an outflow of funds are
expected to face a sharp devaluation of their currencies. As Korea raises interest rates while China and Japan maintain low interest policy,
the consequent currency adjustments may evoke carry trade among countries in this region. Secondly, a new cold-war era has arrived
following the Russian invasion of Ukraine. While Korea and Japan accused Russia on this matter, opposite to the Chinese position and as
U.S.A. makes the technology coalition with Korea and Japan to isolate China, new tension arouses in this region. Conflict among three
countries may accelerate the currently deepening economic recession through the supply-chain disruption. Thirdly, there is a trend
towards consumers of financial products in the post-pandemic era, particularly millenials and Generation Z, to work from home and
conduct finance through the social media companies that they have become so familiar with. It is no exaggeration to say that the
traditional financial industry is rushing into a competition to decide whose platforms will be used by these consumers. The situation calls
for a revolution in the rapid creation of new streams of revenue by traditional financial companies in the face of changes to economic
structures, while reducing costs and maintaining market share. Fourthly, if finance doesn't take a leading role in solving environmental,
social and governance problems, an unsustainable future has already arrived. Nuclear power plants will inevitably take on a more
important role in the effort to eliminate all carbon emissions by 2050. East Asia in particular must take concrete steps to ensure the safety
of nuclear power plants. Finally, attention is also being drawn to cryptocurrencies built on block-chain technology, CBDC, cyber
terrorism, and the monopoly on consumer data by big tech companies and their ability to use it in an unrestricted financial industry.
These issues call for inter-governmental discussion.
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Korea's aging rate is the fastest among OECD countries, and the number of elderly people with disabilities is also increasing rapidly. The number of registered disabled persons in

Korea increased by 5.7% to 2,501,000 in 2013 and 2,644,000 in 2021, but the number of elderly persons with disabilities increased by 34.5% to 1,009,000 in 2013 and 1,358,000 in 2021.

In addition, among newly registered persons with disabilities, the proportion of those aged 65 and over was 36.4% in 2013 and 55.1% in 2021, with the elderly and disabled
accounting for more than 50% from 2017.

Due to the aging of the disabled and the occurrence of disabilities because of aging, the ratio of the elderly with the disabled to the registered disabled is expected to increase
continuously.

On the other hand, the elderly with disabilities are a vulnerable group with a combination of disabilities and the elderly, but in the meantime, each welfare policy is being pursued
in the fields of the elderly and the disabled. It is a time when a complex policy is needed that encompasses policies for the elderly and the disabled that take into account the
continuously increasing vulnerability of the elderly and disabled. Accordingly, we share the current status and policies of the elderly with disabilities in domestic and foreign
advanced regions and prevent the occurrence of disabilities due to aging. Also, we support social activities for the disabled and healthy old-age life through cooperation in two
areas, such as providing help for vulnerable elderly people with disabilities. We plan to discuss ways to develop policies for the elderly with disabilities that can complement each
other and coexist across the boundaries of disabled and non-disabled people. In addition, we intend to explore the establishment of a safety net in the local community in

preparation for the approaching super-aged society by discussing the policies and systems that can be supported according to the characteristics of the type of disability and age.

The threats posed by climate change have been recognized as one of the most critical security challenges in terms of both
traditional national security and human security which refers to the security of people and communities related to feeling safe,
such as freedom from fear, freedom from want, and freedom from indignity. Climate change gives rise to more frequent and
intense floods and droughts, storms, lack of drinking water and food, rising sea levels, which are formidable threats to the
livelihoods of people. Climate disasters also drive displacement, where people can easily become refugees, undermining
people’s security and well-being. Also, they can frequently get embroiled in conflicts over the allocation of resources. This can
render adverse impacts on both human and national security in political, societal and economic aspects. Against this backdrop,
the session organized by UNITAR CIFAL Jeju/JITC will explore the nexus of climate change and peace, and discuss how to

analyze and understand the nexus for building sustainable peace along with the ways forward.

In March, Korea took the lead in responding to climate change, with a new
contribution of $4 million to P4G in Washington, D.C. Jeju was awarded State-of-the-Art partnership in the energy sector from
P4G in November 2021, drawing attention as an excellent example of Korea's efforts and achievements for a carbon-neutral
society. Through this forum, it will contribute to the international community's global climate crisis response efforts and seek
ways to support green transformation in developing countries linked to P4G.

Especially, South
Korea is facing the steepest employment loss since the foreign exchange crisis. Despite the mentioned circumstance, venture
capital/start-up businesses have created approx. 54 thousand job places last year.

This scale of employment is considered bigger than that of conglomerates, meaning start-ups and venture capitals are now a
recognizable part of South Korean economy, proving that innovative start-ups are producing jobs as well as contributions to
economic revitalization in this era of the 4t industrial revolution.

The session aims to provide a platform of discussion in entrepreneurship, under the main theme of Jeju Forum;. The
discussion will invite those in interest and conduct communication to share cases of successful start-up businesses and to

draw a solution for sustainable development in Jeju as well as South Korea.
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ESG stands for environment, society, and governance, which are indicators of companies' non-financial elements. Recently,
ESG becomes more essential for companies in accordance with the growing importance of eco-friendly production processes
and demands for the contribution to the sustainability of the society. Companies that neglect ESG right now would have a
significant disadvantage to bear. First of all, stock price management is difficult. For instance, the National Pension Service has
announced that they will take into account ESG as a basic principle of investment. Second, collaboration with global
companies would become also tough.

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The international society, including the European Union(EU), has imposed an extensive embargo on Russian gas and oil due
to the Russian invasion of Ukraine. It is seeking a new partner: Africa. The EU has decided to reduce its dependence on Russian
fuels to 30 percent this year and discussed gas imports with Nigeria, Angola, Senegal, and South Sudan. Italy has agreed with
Algeria to increase natural gas imports by 40 percent from 2023 to 2024 while initiating the discussion with Egypt, Angola, the
Democratic Republic of the Congo, and Mozambique for additional gas imports. In addition, interest in African minerals such
as nickel, platinum, and palladium for replacing Russian products is growing. This situation shows that the global energy
market is changing rapidly and that Africa has emerged as a key actor. Although Africa faces the risks of high development
costs associated with limited infrastructure, political instability, and conflicts within countries and regions, African governments
have shown a strong will to recover from the economic repercussions of the COVID-19 pandemic, climate change and the
Russia-Ukraine war via energy export. Korea, heavily dependent on imported major energy resources, should also explore the
African continent as a new alternative and strengthen the Korea-Africa relationship. In this session, we will review the current
situation of intensifying competition for energy resources by focusing on Africa, which has emerged as a new alternative
energy resource exporter. Also, we will discuss the implications and strategies for the Korea-Africa cooperation to contribute
to resolving the global competition and conflicts.

Trends and Issues of Cybersecurity Norms and Laws
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Shaping Peaceful and Inclusive Cities of Tomorrow
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With the advances in Information and Communications Technology (ICT), the ways of cyber attacks have become more
sophisticated and diversified. For sustainable peace, it is important to establish international norms on cybersecurity that all
UN member states need to develop in a way of a peaceful cyberspace. In this regard, the 2nd OEWG has been established
under the auspices of the UN. Thereafter, we have witnessed the conflict of opinions among member states that some say
could be considered a new cold-war in the field of cyber security. Due to the conflict, the OEWG has had many struggles in the
whole process to achieve consensus. Furthermore, active participation of multi-stakeholders has also complicated the
discussions of norms in the OEWG Process. The Jeju Forum brings together experts not only from Korea but also from all over
the world to infer views on cyber security and how member States can contribute to the progress of discussion on international

cyber security norms.
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Urbanization has been one of the most significant driving forces of recent global development. But while urbanization is
moving the global economy forward, rising inequality and exclusion within cities may derail development progress. Poorly
planned urbanization has resulted in economic disorder, civil unrest, congestion, and environmental degradation. Also, it
often leaves the vulnerable population such as women, children and persons with disabilities (PWD), to face barriers to
participation in society and quality of life, ranging from having to face discrimination, violence, or limited access to
infrastructure and basic public services. To make sure that tomorrow’s cities provide opportunities and better living
conditions for all, it is essential to understand the concept of inclusive cities and shape them to attain long-term sustainability.
In this regard, UNITAR CIFAL Jeju, through its 19th Youth Workshop, invited our future leaders, the youth to learn about
inequalities and challenges in current cities and design their own solutions to create a mindful and people-centered city.
